Grandchildren who are dependents of the club member are also

eligible. Student enrollment status may involve either undergraduate or

graduate curriculum. Services commander/

directors, division chiefs, deputy commanders, flight chiefs, club

managers, assistant club managers, marketing directors, staffs of

MAJCOMs, HQ AFSVA, and HQ USAF/A1S, and family members of these

individuals, are not eligible to participate.
